Holiday Voucher Scheme offers a contribution towards a holiday for stays in hotels, guest houses, bed and breakfasts

campsites, hostels throughout Scotland or day visits to attractions. Breaks will be taken by October 2021 - December

2022.

X VisitScotland manage the promotion of the scheme to the tourism industry for sign-up and the catalogue of tourism
businesses participating in the scheme.

x VisitScotland is working with existing charities and bodies such as Shared Care Scotland and local care centres and
Family Holiday Association to distribute the availability of the vouchers to people in the greatest need.
